The black cable should be
connected to neutral wire. The yellow/green cable must be connected to the
ground.

To avoid transmitting interference, route power cables separately.
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2 Installation

2.1 Trial Run the Positioning System in Safe Area

It is recommended to trial run the device in the safe area before installation.

Steps:

1. Make sure the power cable and network cable are connected properly. Then power
on the device to trial run the device.

2. Check if the device performs power-up action. If not, contact the technical support.
Normally, the power-up action should include the device movement of automatically
panning and tilting.

3. Check if the image can be displayed normally. If not, contact the technical support.

4, Start the installation after making sure the device works properly.

If the speed dome cannot be powered up, check the cable connection carefully.

2.2 Install the Positioning System

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3.2 Activating the Positioning System
